GENERAL INFORMATION: 
The Pittsburgh District maintains and operates 23 locks and dams and 16 reservoir projects and oversees 42 
local flood protection projects in western Pennsylvania, eastern Ohio, southwestern New York, northern 
West Virginia and western Maryland.  With over 100 years of experience, Pittsburgh District has developed a 
number of areas of expertise in the fields of inland navigation and flood damage reduction as well as 
environmental protection and restoration, construction management, recreation, watershed management, 
water supply, water quality, acid mine drainage remediation, and natural disaster response. 
 
The Pittsburgh District also administers a regulatory program as authorized by the Rivers and Harbors Act of 
1899 and the Clean Water Act of 1972.  Under the program, any individual, company, corporation, or 
government entity planning to construct facilities or place fill material in waters or wetlands of the United 
States must obtain a permit from the Corps of Engineers.  For more information on the regulatory program, 
please refer to http://www.lrp.usace.army.mil/or/or-f/permits.htm.
